Activity & Game on a Song
Listening Comprehension   

For  TEENS LISTEN UP !    (for gist)
Level: Intermediate 

Age Group: Any Age 

Materials Needed: 

1. A song recording. No more than 10 % of the vocabulary and idioms should be unfamiliar to your learners. 

2. Tape recorder or CD player. 

Lesson Steps: 

1. Organize students into small groups of two to four students. 

2. Play recording one lyric at a time. After each lyric is played, stop the recording then wait for 2 minutes as the groups confer. They will need to agree on the meaning of the song lyric. 

3. When time is up, ask one group representative to explain the meaning of the lyric they just heard. Teams score a point if they correctly comprehend the lyric. 

4. Repeat this process, each time with a different lyric. This will provide students with ample opportunity to practice their listening comprehension skills. 

5. The team with the most points wins ! To make this exercise more challenging, or to allow greater opportunities to practice deriving meaning from context, use a song recording containing a larger percentage of unfamiliar words.
