I die-cut 11 large pumpkins and laminate them.  I write the numbers 0-10 on them and put the correct number of stickers on them.  Pumpkin seeds are used as counters. 
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Size Seriation
I choose five real pumpkins of various sizes to be used in this activity.  We arrange the pumpkins in order from smallest to largest.  Then the students have a worksheet that they colour, cut out the pumpkins, and then glue the pumpkins in order from smallest to largest on another strip of paper.
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Pumpkin Counting Game
I use twelve small plastic pumpkins and 78 wooden popsicle sticks activity that teaches sequence and one-to-one correspondence. Using a permanent marker, number the pumpkins from 1 to 12 on the back.  Students arrange the pumpkins in numerical order, then place the corresponding number of popsicle sticks in each pumpkin.  If they do it correctly, there are no popsicle sticks left over.

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Stained Glass Pumpkins
We like our stained glass apples so much that we decided to do stained glassed pumpkins.  I use the same pattern as the apples.  I trace the pumpkin on orange construction paper.  My students cut out their pumpkins.  Different shades of yellow and orange tissue is cut into squares for the stained glass effect.  My students use glue sticks to glue the tissue together and fill in the inside of the pumpkin.
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Paper Bag Pumpkins
Each child stuffs a brown lunch sack with newspaper.  Twist the top of the bag to form a stem for the pumpkin.  Have the children paint their pumpkins orange and the twisted stem stays brown.  We will use these for our Pumpkin Patch bulletin board.
 

 

 Painted Pumpkins
Use orange tempera to paint on a piece of bulletin board paper.  After the paint has dried, the students put a tracer over the paint and trace a pumpkin. Then they cut out their individual pumpkins.
