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Bulletin Board: Spring is Here

For  bulletin board,  put a blue background on first.  
Use a grass boarder, have the children colour flowers and colour rain drops. 
Glue a picture of each child to the centre of their flower.  

Post it in the grass with a stem and leaves. 

Buy little umbrellas from  the cotillion store,  put each child's name on one umbrella and scatter them around.  

Then scatter around their coloured raindrops.  Use the umbrellas as their behaviour charts. If they have a great day, they will get a star sticker on their umbrella. After 5 stars they get a prize out of the treasure box.  
Leave it on the bulletin board until the end of the month and then they can take their umbrellas home with them. 
This is a great idea to get the children involved in their bulletin board.
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Science Project Ideas with 

Plants

 On this page you'll find ideas for projects related to plants. Carry out these simple projects and discuss the results with the class. Give each to pairs of students who will have to submit results to the class. Some questions will be simple projects others will be found in books or in the Internet.
1.- Get three plants. Add no salt to one, put a little salt in the second one, and put a lot of salt in the last one. Study it for a week to see what happened to each.

2.-Test the growth of four plants: one in 7-UP, one in vinegar, one in orange juice and one in water. Use these to water the plants.

3.-Under what lighting do plants grow the fastest? Use black light, fluorescent, no light, household watt bulb, and grow light?

4.-Does sugar in the water affect the growth rate of plants?

5.-Does the type of soil (sand, fertilizer, mud, etc.) affect how fast a plant grows?

7.-Which seed grows the fastest? Get at least eight different kinds of seeds and put them in a moist paper towel. Cover all the seeds. Record their growth for up to 4 weeks and include photos.

8.-See if a plant grows better in natural or artificial light.

9.-What is the best way to keep cut flowers fresh the longest?

10.- At what temperature do plants grow fastest? 

 Here are a number of possible tests for the kids to carry out:
How does sunlight affect plant growth? 
Instructions for the students:

Plant two beans in pots (12 inches underneath the soil). 
Put tape on pots and write SUN, SHADE, ARTIFICIAL, NONE, each on two plants. So, you will have two pots for every setting.
Put two pots in the direct sunlight, two in the shade, two in a pitch black room (like an attic or underneath a box, and one underneath only a lamp (put the plant under a big box where no sunlight will show, put a lamp in there with it, shining directly on the plant. Turn off the lamp at night). 
Feed the plants the same amount of water every day. After 1-2 weeks, graph the results. 

Water?
Do plants grow faster with salt-water, sugar-water or regular water? Use small plants and water one w/ salt-water, one w/ sugar-water, and one w/ just regular water. Do the process every other day and record the changes and growth of the plants

Does a plant grow faster in hot or cold water? 
Fertilizer?

Use a plant such as a pansy to find out which fertilizers work best. Make sure your plant grows the time of year you plan to grow it. Use at least five plants per each type of fertilizer. You can also use a group of no fertilizer.
Colour Lights
What is the effect of different coloured lights on plant growth (photosynthesis)? Test with three different types of plants and four different coloured lights. Use red, green, yellow, and clear lights. 

Temperature
What is the effect of high temperature on plants? Get a fast growing plant, place one at room temperature and find a plant nursery that will let you place the other plant in their greenhouse. Measure the effect on the growth of the plant.
