	Craft Ideas:
Flower Mask Craft
This is a cute but very simple craft.  


Materials:
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a paper plate or a circle of cardboard 
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Construction paper
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glue
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popsicle stick, tongue depressor or unsharpened pencil
Instructions:
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Print out the template or just cut out petal shapes from construction paper (we folded the paper in half and got 2 petals per page.
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You can decorate the petals with markers or sparkles to make the craft a bit more complicated.
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Have an adult cut the center out of the paper plate so the child's head becomes the center of the flower.
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Glue the petals all the way around the edge.
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Glue on a popsicle stick or unsharpened pencil as a handle (you might want to add a bit of tape to reinforce).  We painted our stick green first.

                                Spring Duck Project


     


· Students trace the body, tail, and hands on white paper.
·  The pattern is cut out by ripping along the lines to create a feather look.  
· Cut out yellow feet and beak and attach to the duck.  
· Allow students to trace a hat onto any colour paper.  
· Then the students can decorate their duck. Some kids add ties, purses, pearl necklaces, etc.  Then we hand them up on our ceiling.  Very cute! (Would also make a nice bulletin board).
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SPRING FLOWERS MOBILE  
This is a simple mobile made up of single and double spring flowers.  We usually create our mobiles by using two straws or sticks taped or tied in a criss-cross or by using one paper towel or gift wrap roll with all the pieces tied to it (this isn't as 3D a mobile, but is good for recycling
	


Materials: 
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	a printer, 
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	a piece of paper... use a heavy paper (like construction paper)if you wish, but it isn't necessary.
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	some crayons, paint, markers or pencil crayons, 
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	scissors, 
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	glue,
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	straws, sticks or paper towel roll, and
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	string and yarn.


Instructions 
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	Print out the template at the end after sunflower. there are 2 flowers on each page.  You can print out as many as you want to fill up your mobile.   You can mix and match the double and single flowers.
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	Colour (where appropriate) and cut out the template pieces along the dotted lines. 
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	You can colour the decorations with sparkle glue or sparkles if desired or use paint, crayons markers or pastels.
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	Fold the flowers in half and glue the back and front together.  Let dry.  
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	Poke a small hole in the top of each flower and tie with yarn or string to the mobile you've chosen (straws, sticks or paper towel roll).
  
   
 


	SUNNY the SUNFLOWER 
Materials you will need for Sunny are a printer, glue, scissors, a piece of paper (I prefer construction paper), seeds (sunflower, popcorn or dried peas beans or lentils all work well), yellow tissue paper and green tissue paper.
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	Print out the template. Also at the end.
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	Cut out the template pieces.
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	Glue the flower and leaves onto the stem.  You can glue both onto a piece of white paper if that makes it easier to hang up later.
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	Glue seeds into centre of the sunflower.
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	Glue balled up pieces of yellow tissue paper onto the petals.
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	Glue balled up pieces of green tissue paper onto the leaves.
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	If you don't have yellow tissue paper, you can make the petals some other colour (just don't call it a sunflower). 
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	If you don't have green tissue paper, you can just colour in the leaves and stem or print it on green construction paper.
